EXISTING PAVILION AND PLAYGROUND- 
THE PARK HAS SOME SPACE FOR A 
LARGER PAVILION, SIZE INCREASE WOULD 
BE MODEST, TO AVOID HAVING TO ADD 
A PARKING LOT. RESTROOMS COULD BE 
ADDED IN THIS AREA. PLAYGROUND AND 
PLAY AMENITIES CAN BE WORKED INTO THE 
EXISTING TREES AND SLOPES TO ALLOW 
FOR CREATIVE PLAY.
